The books valued at Z$1.2 Quadrillion dollars are a follow-up to an earlier donation 
made to Rutendo Secondary School in Redcliff which received a full set of textbooks 
covering all subjects from form one to form four.  
 
Steelmakers started coal mining operations in the Chisambiji area in Chiredzi in 2006 
and subsequently pledged to work together with the community to develop the area. 
Already Steelmakers have refurbished the two schools with the provision of window 
panes and paying school fees for thirty disadvantaged pupils.  
 
Twelve families have also received modern houses of brick under asbestos and the 
road leading to the mine has been developed. Speaking at the same occasion, Chief 
Tshovane expressed gratitude at the donation and urged Steelmakers to consider 
extending to other schools in his area. “We are happy that our children from the two 
schools will benefit from these books, but we would like to remind Steelmakers that 
there are other schools with various other needs to be considered”, the Chief said.
